Stone Masters Inc.- Slab Selection and Slab Layout (positioning) Policy

Stone Masters strives to showcase only “Sequential” and “Book Matched” slabs. 

Sequential slabs are slabs that have been cut one after another, from the same block of stone in sequence. When slabs are from a block, the two halves are either identical and “book matched” or, identical and “mirrored”. Either way, each subsequent slab cut is identical to it’s other half. Therefore, we will not sell slabs out of sequence.

Each lot of stone we have is stored on A-frames for maximum viewing, individually. When different lots arrive, they can vary greatly in grain, pattern and color. Therefore, each lot is kept on separate A-frames so you can see them all!

We will not move slabs so you can see the ones behind those available in sequence. If your job requires 2 or 3 slabs, We will be happy to show you the first 2 or 3 slabs in the lot. Sometimes customers perceive that perhaps the one in the back may be different and therefore ask us to move all the slabs so they can see for themselves, if it is different. We assure you they are from the same lot and any variation from slab 1 to slab 6 is so insignificant that it will not affect the color, pattern, layout, or overall appearance of your countertops. 

Digital Photo Layout takes a lot of time and technology to achieve. Buying the option to “self layout” doesn’t allow you to waste unlimited amounts of stone to achieve a perfect match. The leftovers are not as valuable as whole slabs since their application is limited to the size. We will be flexible and reasonable. Below is an example of an unacceptable layout as it wastes about 80% of the lower slab. This is an actual customer layout. Notice the lower left slab size, relative to the piece positioned on it. Remember, you are not being charged for nor buying the slab, only the square footage it takes to make your kitchen.
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
